Parish and Town Council Precepts and Confirmation of 2020/21 Tax Base - The
recommended council tax base for 2020/21 was approved by Cabinet at its meeting held
on 17 December. The final 2020/21 tax base for Kirk Ella and West Ella Parish Council
is 2616.6 Band D equivalent properties. The precept divided by the tax base determines
the amount of council tax attributable to the town/parish council on a Band D bill. The
Chairman of the Finance Working Group briefed members on the outcome of the
Finance Working Group meeting.
